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Do you want to own a car in the future? A survey revealed that the penetration rate for
passenger cars was 74.3% in 2006, but decreased to 70.2% in 2016. The percentage for young
people under 29 who owned passenger cars reached a peak in 2011, but decreased to 41.7% in
2016. What’s worse, fewer and fewer young people think it natural to obtain driver’s licenses. In
fact, the percentage of people who have driver’s licenses was 74.2% in 1994, but decreased to 56.0%
in 2017.

Why aren’t young people today interested in cars? One possible reason for it is that they are
more interested in other things such as eating out, shopping and saving money. Maybe cars are no
longer considered necessary for their hobbies or entertainment.

Now, a new service called car sharing is becoming more and more popular. Some of you may
have used this service. In Japan, this industry is growing fast and a lot of people, especially
young people, are using it. It seems that it isn’t natural for them to buy cars now. The situation
in Germany is similar to that in Japan, and young people there often get driver’s licenses but
don’t buy cars. However, in China, young people born in the 1990s are the largest group of car
purchasers, and they account for nearly 50%. Therefore, car sharing services aren’t as popular as

in Japan and Germany.
